Two Day Criminal Patrol and Drug Interdiction Course

The Two Day Criminal Patrol and Drug Interdiction Course described below has been developed with the uniformed patrol officer in mind.  Originally developed in 1999 by Shaun Smart (and utilizing experience gained over more than seventeen years of interdiction experience), the class has been constantly updated as new and valid techniques are either discovered or refined.  The program has been taught to over 25,000 officers throughout the United States, Canada, Mexico and Russia.  Unique in that it is the first and only program which teaches Change in Driving Behavior and Unusual Driving Behavior, the program in its entirety stresses an understanding of human behavior.  Because understanding human behavior is the key to evaluating each and every traffic stop, these techniques have been proven to work in every type of environment by every type of uniformed law enforcement officer.  Officers engaged in inner city traffic enforcement efforts have met with as much success as officers engaged in interstate related interdiction efforts based on their understanding of the concepts outlined in this class.  An officer in a rural county on a township road can succeed in detecting criminal activity just as well as a state trooper working on a specialized interdiction team.

The key to this training is understanding that we in law enforcement are responsible to interdict all types of criminal activity while engaged in uniformed patrol activities.  Officers across the country, and internationally, have succeeded in apprehending criminals and detecting crimes ranging from a no driver’s license offense up to and including the arrest of murder suspects fleeing from a scene that has not even been discovered yet.  Significant drug seizures are routine, as are the arrest of wanted felons, the location of stolen vehicles, even the detection and seizure of known terrorist suspects, both foreign and domestic.

Course Title:  Criminal Interdiction Course Overview

A. Course Description:  This short block of instruction will briefly describe each of the following blocks of instruction in order to provide the student with an understanding of how the class will run and what will be taught.

B. Course Objectives:  The student will be aware of how the class will be taught and what will be taught:

Course Title:  Change in Driving Behavior and Unusual Driving Behavior

A. Course Description:  This course is designed to train officers in those characteristics displayed by in-transit criminals who are driving a motor vehicle before, during or after the commission of a crime.  It stresses human behavior characteristics, especially those involving nervousness due to a sudden release of adrenaline when a law enforcement officer is sighted by the criminal.  The course consists of powerpoint segments coupled with a lecture format as well as a review of actual examples where use of the technique resulted in the detection of significant criminal activity.
B. Course Objectives:  The student will understand the four phases associated with evaluating a vehicle (the approach, as passing, moving on, and the pursuit) and all of the critical elements of each phase.  The student will further be given an in-depth understanding about how adrenaline affects the human body and the three basic types of people we encounter (moral, immoral and amoral) and why a clear understanding of these two issues can be used to explain why criminals in motor vehicles give themselves away to the alert law enforcement officer.  The student will understand that everything they observe becomes part of what is termed “the picture”.  
Course Title:  Vehicle Approaches

A. Course Description:  An in-depth discussion on the most effective and safest ways to approach a motor vehicle during a traffic stop.  This class has been directly credited with saving the lives of two law enforcement officers in Ohio.

B. Course Objectives:  Will give the student an appreciation for officer safety concerns during a vehicle stop and will give a better understanding of why different types of approaches, or not approaching, during a traffic contact can be important.

Course Title:  Questioning and Evaluating

A. Course Description:  The most popular, and the most important, class.  Deals directly with human behavior and the two most important indicators of criminal activity.

B. Course Objectives:  The student will know the two most important indicators of criminal activity, how to better assess nervous clues displayed by people, and how to evaluate human behavior characteristics when determining how to proceed on a traffic stop and possible criminal investigation.

Course Title:  Racial Profiling (Profiling Issues of all types:  racial, age, sex, ethnicity)
A. Course Description:  An explanation of the history of certain types of profiles utilized by law enforcement.  This class stresses that illegal profiling, whether racial, age, gender, or otherwise, does not work.  In this day of constant attacks on law enforcement agencies alleging violations of civil rights, this instruction is timely and important.  The instructors teach from experience about why illegal profiling does not work, is not necessary, and what the real indications of criminal activity are.

B. Course Objectives:  The student will understand the difference between legal and illegal profiling and will clearly understand that illegal profiling based on age, race, sex, religious or ethnic background does not work.

Course Title:  Introduction to the Crime Problem

A. Course Description:  This block of instruction will cover a world view, a national view, and a state and local perspective of the crime problem, to include discussion of drug trafficking trends, terrorism, types of drugs and their descriptions, types of crime encountered by law enforcement, etc.

B. Course Objectives:  The student will have a clearer understanding of crime, and especially of how organized criminal activity has not only local but possibly international ramifications.

Course Title:  Indicators

A. Course Description:  Teaches the basic characteristics associated with identifying criminals.  Includes those items commonly seen in major criminal arrests.

B. Course Objectives:  The student will have a better understanding of physical and human behavior indicators commonly associated with detection of criminal activity during a motor vehicle stop.  Most importantly, the student will understand that physical indicators are only a small part of the picture.  They will understand the term “overcompensation” when associated with indicators.
Course Title:  Vehicle Searches (False and Hidden Compartments)
A. Course Description:  A look through photographs and videos which show the location and sophistication of some of the best concealment methods seen today.  These compartments contain illegal drugs, currency, firearms, explosives, and many other types of contraband.  The use of these compartments has become so common that six of ten significant contraband seizures are from a compartment.

B. Course Objectives:  Will give the student a working knowledge, through the use of audio-visual aids, of the extremes criminals will go to in order to hide their contraband.  Will arm the student with the knowledge of how to properly search a motor vehicle.

Course Title:  Canine Usage

A. Course Description:  A look at the use of drug and explosives detection dogs.  Provides insight into the usefulness of the canine team, legal issues related to the use of the team, and what may be searched when a canine alerts to a motor vehicle.

B. Course Objectives:  Will allow students to understand the abilities and limitations of drug canines and how best to utilize the drug detection canine teams during a traffic stop.
